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I have taken some liberties in arranging the transcription of this document. The original resembles nothing so much as the tracks of a snake in the sand! I have grouped families and their descendants together in somewhat logical sequence. Otherwise...I have followed Ms. Bobo's original wording...spelling out some words that she repeatedly abbreviated...such as 'mr' for married and 'dau' for daughter.





In only one instance was I completely baffled by her placement of the Goode family. I made a best guess at their placement according to the dates and names. It is noted below as such.





Underscored blank spaces represent undecipherable or unreadable words in the copy of the original document. Groups with bold letters and numbers are main line to us.








So it begins...








One of the Hugh Massey's during the reign of Henry VI married Agnes, daughter and heiress of Sir Nicholas Bold, and settled in Cheshire England on her estate called Caddington.





The Masseys and Massies were descended from Hanson, a companion in arms of William the Conqueror, who fought in the battle of Hastings, and his descendant Massy was Baron Dunhan, who built a Monastery on ___, the ruins of which are still to be seen. The ___ of (Dunham) Massey are a branch of this family.





In 1641, Lord Hugh Massie commissioned a general to repress the rebellion. One of his younger brothers came to Maryland and settled a large manor where the town of Massie is in New Kent Co. Maryland.





Great nephews of General Hugh Massey viz...Thomas, William, John, Edward...


settled first at York Town, VA and then in New Kent and Goochland counties VA about 1690.





Another uncle came to Maryland and settled Massey ___ This uncle Hugh Massey married Margaret Percy.





Their son, John Massey, ___ of Caddington married Annie, daughter of Sir Richard Grovsner, the High Sheriff of Chestershire and daughter of Sir Richard Brooke of Norton, Chestershire England. Their grandson John Massey of Caddington married Grace Grovsner, the youngest daughter of Sir Thomas Grovsner, Knight, of Eaton Cluster Co. England and daughter of Maud, daughter of Sir William Poole, Knight.





Their son William Massey bought other surrounding manors and married Alice, daughter and heiress of Adam Wooten ___ of Edgerly.





Sir Hugh Massey's eldest son and heir to the titles and estates of Caddington was killed in a deer hunt. He was unmarried so that the title of Baron or Earl fell to his brother William Massey, who was in VA, where his brother, Thomas, was drowned.





William Massey bros. Thomas, John and Edmond came to VA in 1673. Settled first in York County. He returned to England at the death of his brother Hugh, sold his estates there and settled a large grant of land in New Kent Co., VA and Goochland Co., VA and married Lucy Macon, of a wealthy VA family.





Thomas Massie, on returning to England was lost at sea by ship wreck...probably left a widow and one or two children in VA. But for this, he would have succeeded to Caddington estates.





John Massey was well educated and removed first to Augusta Co., VA and then to North Carolina.





Edmond Massey married and died young in Orange Co., VA leaving no sons and three daughters.

Finding no other Sarah listed in the vicinity of these groupings...I am making one assumption ...that the Sarah Massie mentioned is possibly the daughter of Thomas Massey in Group 3 due to the drawn line. The dates then fall into line. If further research disproves this...changes will need to be made.
